Sometimes God heals instantly and sometimes He takes us through the medical process to
bring healing.

Whatever you are facing, | encourage you to go forward in faith, knowing that Jesus is our
healer and God wants us whole.

God wants to heal us completely and make us whole.
Jesus, has already paid the price for every sickness and every disease.

He heals us physically, spiritually and emotionally and there is nothing more powerful than
declaring God’s Word over our lives.

Isaiah 53 verse 5 says: He was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our
iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was on him, and by his wounds we are
healed.

James 5 verses 13-15 in the Message Bible says: Are you hurting? Pray. Do you feel great?
Sing. Are you sick? Call the church leaders together to pray and anoint you with oil in the
name of the Master. Believing-prayer will heal you, and Jesus will put you on your feet.
Matthew 8 verse 17 says: Jesus took up our sicknesses and removed our diseases.
Matthew 9 verse 35 says: Jesus went through all the towns and villages, teaching in their
synagogues, proclaiming the Good News of the Kingdom and healing every disease and

sickness.

Luke 6 verse 19 says: And the people all tried to touch him, because power was coming
from him and healing them all.

1 Peter 2 verse 24 says: He Himself bore our sins in his body on the cross, so that we might
die to sin and live for righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed.

James 5 verse 16 says: Confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you
may be healed. The prayer of a righteous person is powerful and effective.

2 Kings 20 verse 5 says: | have heard your prayer and seen your tears; | will heal you.

Psalm 30 verse 2 says: Oh Lord my God, | cried out to You, and You healed me.



Isaiah 38 verse 16 says: You restore my health and allow me to live.

Proverbs 4 verse 20-22 says: My child, pay attention to what | say. Listen carefully to my
words. Don’t lose sight of them. Let them penetrate deep into your heart, for they bring life
to those who find them, and healing to their whole body.

Jeremiah 30 verse 17 says: But | will restore you to health and heal your wounds, declares
the Lord.

Jeremiah 33 verse 6 says: | will heal my people and will let them enjoy abundant peace and
security.

Psalms 41 verses 1-3 says: Oh, the joys of those who are kind to the poor! The Lord rescues
them when they are in trouble. The Lord protects them and keeps them alive. He gives them
prosperity in the land and rescues them from their enemies. The Lord nurses them when
they are sick and restores them to health.

Psalm 103 verses 2-4 says: Praise the LORD, my soul, and forget not all his benefits - who
forgives all your sins and heals all your diseases, who redeems your life from the pit and
crowns you with love and compassion.

Psalms 107 verse 20-21 says: He sent out His word and healed them; he rescued them from
the grave. Let them give thanks to the Lord for his unfailing love and his wonderful deeds for

mankind.

Psalm 146 verse 8 says: The Lord gives sight to the blind, the Lord lifts up those who are
weighed down, the Lord loves the godly.

Proverbs 4 verse 20, 22 says: My child, attend to my words... incline your ear to my sayings.
For they are life to those who find them, and health to all their body

Malachi 4 verse 2 says: But for you who fear my name, the Sun of Righteousness will rise
with healing in his wings. And you will go free, leaping with joy like calves let out to pasture.

Exodus 15 verse 26 says: For | am the Lord who heals you.
Exodus 23 verse 25 says: | will take sickness away from the midst of you.

2 Kings 20 verse 5 says: | have heard your prayer; | have seen your tears; surely, | will heal
you.



Jeremiah 30 verse 17 says: For | will restore health to you and heal you of your wounds.

Isaiah 41 verse 10 says: Do not fear for | am with you; do not be dismayed for | am your
God. | will strengthen you and help you; | will uphold you with my righteous right hand.

Isaiah 40 verse 29 says: He gives strength to the weary, and increases the power of the
weak.

Matthew 11 verse 28 says: Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and | will give
you rest.

Psalm 147 verse 3 says: He heals the broken hearted and binds up their wounds.

3rd John 1 verse 2 says: | pray that in every way you may succeed and prosper and be in
good health, just as your soul prospers.

Proverbs 3 verse 5-8 says: Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own
understanding; 6 in all your ways submit to him, and he will make your paths straight. 7 Do
not be wise in your own eyes; fear the Lord and shun evil. 8 This will bring health to your
body and nourishment to your bones.

Psalm 23 says: The LORD is my shepherd, | lack nothing. He makes me lie down in green
pastures, he leads me beside quiet waters, he refreshes my soul. He guides me along the
right paths for his name’s sake. Even though | walk through the darkest valley, | will fear no
evil, for you are with me; your rod and your staff, they comfort me. You prepare a table
before me in the presence of my enemies. You anoint my head with oil; my cup overflows.
Surely your goodness and love will follow me all the days of my life, and | will dwell in the
house of the LORD forever.
